 Group orders may be placed for any Main Stage or Nikos Stage performance.  Discounts are outlined on the group 

calendars enclosed. 
 

 Tickets in the Second Balcony of the Main Stage are $25 for plays and $30 for musicals.  No further discount is 
available for these seats. 

 
 A Group Sales Representative will contact you in late May to confirm the details of your order.  If confirmed, a 

contract will be issued in early June.  PAYMENT IN FULL is due two weeks after the contract has been issued. 
 

 You may cancel a full order or part of an order until three weeks prior to the performance date and receive a full 
refund.   

 
 If you cancel a full order less than three weeks prior to the performance you will receive no refund.  Cancellation of 

part of an order less than two weeks prior to the performance will be subject to a service charge of $10 per ticket.  
Any cancelled tickets must be surrendered. 

 
 Exchanges may be made subject to availability and with payment of a $3 per-ticket exchange fee, as well as any 

applicable ticket upgrade/higher price fees. 
 

 Additions to the group may be made at any time - SUBJECT TO AVAILABILITY. 
 

 Tickets will be held at the Box Office unless other arrangements are made.  We will not mail tickets, but will FedEx 
them for an additional $18.  If you prefer, you can provide us with your FedEx account number. 

 
 The Main Stage is a multi-level 512-seat theatre.  Groups will be assigned the best available seats, in the order in 

which the group sales requests were received.  It is possible that the available seats will not be on the main orchestra 
level.  There are elevators to the balconies. 

 
 Group sales for the Nikos Stage will be filled after our pre-season mail orders.  Tickets are regular price and are 

based on availability.  The Box Office staff will be happy to discuss options with you when they contact you in late

Kay loves her older sister Emma.  Or is it Christina?  
Christine?  Matilda?  After spending eight years 
institutionalized and medicated, Emma has 
changed more than just her name.  Determined to 
get back the brilliant sister she remembers, Kay 
rents a cabin in the woods and she and her 
boyfriend Billy hide the sharp objects, from butcher 
knife to cheese grater.  Perhaps quality time with 
loved ones, some home-cooked meals and games 
of Scrabble will succeed in restoring Emma to 
health where psychiatrists have failed.  In its East 
Coast Premiere, this bittersweet comedy explores 
the scope, limits, and sometimes dangerous side 
effects of familial love.  
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
